English LLanguage Learning

To raise students’ language awareness, enhance their English proficiency as well as to equip them
for work and academic purposes, different activities and programmes were incorporated into our
English curriculum in this academic year.

(A)  Whole School Activities

®  Sharing in English during the morning assemblies

Each class was tasked with preparing an English presentation for the school's morning assemblies.
This initiative aimed to boost students' confidence and develop their spoken English. Encouraged to
explore social issues or universal values, students exercised creativity and critical thinking as they
researched, organized, and communicated their complex ideas with their peers. The diverse range of
student-selected topics, from environment protection to empathy, fostered rich dialogue and a
deeper understanding of our world's challenges and values. This program equipped students with
linguistic confidence and critical thinking abilities vital for thriving in today's global society.

® Various English Activities at Lunch Break

In addition to the regular classes, our school also provided a variety of fun and educational activities
for students to participate in during their lunch breaks. These lunchtime programmes were designed
to complement the learning that took place in the classroom and to give students a chance to apply
their knowledge in hands-on and engaging ways.

Some of these lunchtime activities were promoted and assisted by a team of English Ambassadors
made up of mainly junior form students. The ambassadors served as role models, demonstrating to
their peers how to use English skills in fun and meaningful ways. This helped foster a positive and
supportive environment where students were motivated to improve their language abilities.

The lunchtime activities were important components of our school's holistic approach to education.
By offering these extracurricular opportunities, we aimed to nurture well-rounded individuals who
were not only academically proficient, but also confident, cooperative, and capable of applying their
knowledge in real-world contexts.

® Diverse English clubs and societies

There were a wide range of English clubs and societies to cater for students’ interests in English.
The NET teacher has put a lot of effort in organizing activities outside the classroom, for instance,
Cooking in English, Creative Writing Club and English Yoga Club.

The Battle of the Books Club worked together with the English Board Game Club to promote
reading. Six students were selected and participated in the competition in May. They read twelve
books all together. The club gathered book lovers to share their joy in reading a selection of books
suitable for young adults.
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The English Debate Team participated in two major debate competitions this year and the results
were encouraging! They won the Grand Final of Hong Kong Secondary School Debating
Competition in New Territories East District (Division Two). In the UNSDGs Debating
Competition organized by the UNESCO Hong Kong Association, the S2 team not only won the
Championship but also the Best Speaker Award. On top of that, S3 and S4 debaters received First
Runners-up.

®  Week of Positivity

During Positive Week, the school focused on cultivating students’ emotional intelligence and
positive values. Workshops were held to explore values of kindness, gratitude, and community. The
English Department also organized a Positive Rock Painting event, where students expressed
uplifting messages on smooth rocks serving as visual reminders of the power of positivity. The
outcomes were remarkable, as students eagerly shared their personal insights and experiences,
fostering empathy and camaraderie. By integrating these valuable emotional and social-emotional
lessons into lunchtime activities, the school demonstrated a holistic approach to education,
preparing students for success both academically and personally.

® Overseas Trip

Twenty elite students from S2 to S5 were selected to join the English Study Tour to Singapore from
30 June to 4 July, 2024. Eligible students had to write their application in English and shortlisted
students had to attend interviews conducted in English. The tour aimed to expose our students to an
English-rich environment, learn more about measures of sustainability in Singapore, and experience
cultural diversity in a fun way. They will present what they have learnt during the trip in an
assembly in the next academic year.

(B)  Promotion of Reading & Writing

®  Online Libraries and Reading Reward Scheme

Reading is essential for English learning. Thus, our department adopted Raz-Kids, an online library
in S.1-3. Teachers assigned e-books to students with comprehension questions. Some selected
themes related to language across curriculum or value education were chosen too.

Apart from that, all S.1 and S.2 students were enrolled in our school-based Reading Reward
Scheme. Six readers selected by all English teachers were circulated for each form. After reading
each book, students had to complete Google forms as follow-up work. Top 10 students of each form
were chosen by teachers and were awarded book prizes to cultivate their reading habits.

® S.1-5 Hong Kong International Young Readers Festival (Meet-the-author talk and Writers’
workshops)
To arouse students’ interest in reading and writing, different writers were invited to our school to
meet our students. Jordan Rivet was invited to our school and talked about ‘How to Write a Novel
in 8 Steps’. Students were attentive and asked questions about her books. A book report competition
was organized after the talk. All S.1 to S.5 were eligible to join. They had to write a letter to a book
character of their choice. Five book prizes autographed by Jordan Rivet were awarded to the
students who wrote the best five book reports. There were consolation prizes for short-listed
winners.
What’s more, Rashin Kehiriyeh, Ritu Hemnani and James M. Zimmerman were invited to conduct
awards programmes for S.1-5 top students in English. S.1 students learnt about brainstorming
writing ideas from Rashin Kehiriyeh. S.2 and S.3 students were given the opportunity to learn free
verse writing. S.4 and S.5 students talked to James M. Zimmerman and acquired knowledge about
historical events around the world.
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® S.2,S.5and S.6 Drama Appreciation

During the Performance Art Appreciation Day in October, S.2, S.5 and S.6 students had the chance
to enjoy one of the greatest tragic plays of William Shakespeare—Hamlet. There were some pre-
viewing activities to help students to better understand the plot. During the show, some students and
teachers were invited to perform on the stage with other actors. At the end of the show, students
were encouraged to write reflections about what they have learnt. The performance was well-
received by students and teachers.

®  Writing Competitions

This year, students tapped into their creative abilities by participating in several writing
competitions. Notably, a S5 student joined the Macau Unlocked Programme, a writing competition
jointly organized by the Macao Government Tourism Office (MGTO) and the South China
Morning Post (SCMP) Young Post. She was selected as one of the 50 finalists to participate in a
one-day Macau tour. This cultural tour included visits to historical landmarks and places of interest,
such as the Ruins of St. Paul’s, the Macao Museum, and the Macau Grand Prix Museum. In
preparation for the tour, students attended a pre-tour briefing and an English writing class
conducted by SCMP, which aimed to enhance their writing skills and enable them to document their
experiences during the trip.

In addition, another S5 student distinguished himself in the 2023-2024 Canadian English Writing
Competition, organized by the English Association of Asia, by earning the bronze award in the
Arch Cup Live Preliminary, Semi-final, and Final Competitions. This accomplishment highlights
the dedication and talent of the students, as well as the school's commitment to fostering creativity
and excellence among its students.

(C)  Form-based Activities

® S.2 Visit to Madame Tussauds Hong Kong

We hoped that our students could learn English in a fun way, so a visit to the Madame Tussauds
Hong Kong was arranged for all S.2 students in October 2023. Besides visiting the museum, an
informative and fun-filled ‘Behind The Scene’ English Session was given to all students. The
students showed their interests in the talk and interacted with the English-speaking guide in the
session. Follow-up worksheets were provided to consolidate students’ knowledge.

® S.2,S.3 UNICEF HK’s School talk: Sustainable Development Goals and I

An English talk by UNICEF was arranged to instill more ideas of sustainability in our S.2 and S.3
students. The topic was ‘Sustainable Development Goals and I’. Vocabulary worksheets were
distributed to students to help them understand the talk in English.

® S.2 REDRESS: English Talk

Two of the topics in S.2 curriculum were about fashion and environment protection. We invited
REDRESS to share how the fashion industry caused pollution and how students could tackle the
problems. The talk helped students to gain more insights into the topics.

2.  English Enrichment Courses for S.4 and S.6
» English Enrichment Courses for S.4 and S.6 were organized by self-employed English
instructor.
» For S.4, the course was offered to 20 seclected students. A total of three sessions were
conducted in October and November 2023. The HKDSE Paper 3 (Listening and Integrated
Skills) Part B2 papers were used. Each lesson lasted for 1 hour 15 minutes.
» For S.6, two different courses were offered to them between October 2023 and January 2024.
The course for writing papers was offered to twenty selected students, and the course for
speaking papers was offered to twelve selected students. Both courses consisted of six 1-hour
sessions.

(Division Two) (NTM), with two of our students winning the Best Speaker awards.

» In the UNSDGs Debating Competitions, our S.2 team won the championship in the CMI S2
division. As for our S.3 and S.4 teams, they came third in the CMI S3 and CMI S4 division
respectively.

1. Our English teachers agreed that the trainings were effective in helping students making significant
improvements in their English, especially their spoken English.

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7. Extra-tutorial classes for Senior Form Students
»  Extra-tutorial classes for Chinese, English, Maths, BAFS, Economics and VA had been
offered for selected students from S.4~6.
